Administrative Resolution No. 2


Due Process Procedure

WHEREAS, Article VI, §6.01 of the By-laws of the Rolling Valley Professional Center Condominium Unit Owners Association ("Association") provides that the Board of Directors shall have all of the powers and duties necessary for administration of the affairs of the Association;


WHEREAS, §55-79.80:2 of the Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended, empowers the Board of Directors to adopt a rule providing for the assessment of charges against unit owner(s) for violations, by the owner(s), tenants, guests or other licensees or invitees, of the Condominium Instruments, the Rules and Regulations or Administrative Resolutions promulgated pursuant thereto; and


WHEREAS, there is a need to provide an orderly procedure for the imposition of such charges.


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT:  Prior to imposing a monetary charge against an owner(s) pursuant to §55-79.80:2 of the Code of Virginia, the following due process procedures shall be followed:


I.
Demand.
The owner(s) of the unit responsible for the violation shall be provided, either by hand delivery or by certified United States mail (return-receipt requested), a written demand notice specifying:


   (a)
The nature of the alleged violation(s);


   (b)
The basis of the Board of Directors' belief that the alleged violation has occurred or continues to occur;


   (c)
That monetary and/or other legal action may be imposed pursuant to the By-laws after the stated hearing;


   (d)
The time and place of the hearing, which shall not be less than fourteen (14) days from the date of the notice; and


   (e)
Notification that the unit owner(s) is entitled to attend the hearing, present any pertinent evidence and have legal counsel present.


II.
Hearing.
A hearing shall be held pursuant to the Notice given in accordance with Paragraph I. ("Demand") above affording the unit owner(s) a reasonable opportunity to be heard.  The hearing may be postponed at the discretion of the Board of Directors, if requested to do so by the unit owner(s) for good cause or upon its own motion.  The notice requirement shall be deemed satisfied if the unit owner(s) appears at the meeting.  The minutes of the hearing shall contain any written statements submitted by the unit owner(s) or his or her witnesses, a brief summary of the oral statements of the unit owner(s) or his or her witnesses and a written statement of the results of the hearing and sanctions imposed, if any.


III.
Appeal.
Any action, ruling or decision of the Board of Directors is final subject to the Board of Directors ability, at its sole discretion, to review or modify a decision based on additional information or other just criteria.


IV.
Occupant Notice.
In a situation involving an occupant, including a tenant, any of the actions by the Board of Directors under this Administrative Resolution, including but not limited to demands, notice and sanctions should also be forwarded to the occupant.


V.
Assessment Charges.
Any assessment charges which are imposed at the hearing shall be in amounts consistent with §55-79.80:2 of the Code of Virginia.  This statute currently provides that a single infraction of the Rules and Regulations may be rectified by a single occurrence fifty dollars ($50.00) assessment.  A per diem assessment of ten dollars ($10.00) for a violation of a continuing nature may be imposed until the violation is abated or until such other time as the Board of Directors deems proper.  Any assessment imposed pursuant to this Administrative Resolution may be collected as any other assessment imposed by the Board of Directors.
