Administrative Resolution No. 4

Waste Disposal

WHEREAS, Article VI, §6.01 of the By-laws of the Rolling Valley Professional Center Condominium Unit Owners Association ("Association") provides that the Board of Directors shall have all of the powers and duties necessary for administration of the affairs of the Association;


WHEREAS, §55-79.80 of the Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended, cited as the “Condominium Act,” empowers the Association to control the common elements;

WHEREAS, office waste continues to be deposited outside condominium units.  Furthermore the plastic bags are susceptible to breakage and the cardboard boxes, often with loose papers inside, can liter the Association property.  In addition, some of the offices may be leaving medical waste outside.  Also, there is a risk of attracting unwanted birds and vermin; 


WHEREAS, owners and tenants have been notified, and some repeatedly, that it is unacceptable to leave office waste outside their buildings.  Unfortunately these same owners and tenants continue to practice this unsightly and potentially hazardous practice; and

WHEREAS, the membership assembled at the Association Annual Meeting on May 2, 2002 unanimously instructed the Board of Directors to pass a rule that no waste or materials shall be left in the common element area or limited common element area.  Furthermore, the rule shall carry a fine of fifty dollar ($50.00) per occurrence.  Violations shall be established by two witnesses or a time noted/stamped photographic image.  Monies received from owners and tenants will first be attributed to violations and then condominium fees. 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT in accordance with the instruction of the membership, the Board of Directors duly adopts the following rule, fine, and procedures:
· No waste or materials shall be left in the common element area or limited common element area.

· This rule shall carry a fine of fifty dollars ($50.00) per single offense, or ten dollars ($10.00) per day for any offense of a continuing nature.  The fees are adjustable up to the highest amount allowable by law.
· Violations shall be established by two witnesses or a time noted/stamped photographic image.

· Monies received from owners and tenants will first be attributed to violations and then condominium fees.
